The Certificate in Access for Higher Education is designed to provide participants with an alternative route into 
university. On successful completion of this programme, participants are eligible to apply for undergraduate 
programmes across ATU (quotas apply on some programmes.) 

This Access for Higher Education course is intended for students who wish to return to study at third level, 
but who need time and knowledge to get up the speed with the demands of education format. 

Key Features

The programme follows a full academic year and is delivered on campus, two to three days per week.
